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Comparative study of stress and psychological well-being
in parents of children with and without special education
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ABSTRACT

The COVID-19 pandemic, which rapidly spread worldwide in early 2020, has affected the daily lives of parents and their
children in various ways. This study assessed the overall mental health status and stress experienced by parents during the
COVID-19 pandemic and the differences between parents of children with special educational needs and parents of typical-
ly developing children.
